regional greenway network that was initially formed in 1995 to
improve quality of life for residents throughout the region. Vinton is
home to three greenways, Glade Creek Greenway, Gladetown Trail,
and Wolf Creek Greenway. There are nine parks within the Town,
which are owned and maintained by Roanoke County. Vinton is also
along the Roanoke River Blueway with an access point off 3rd Street
at Tinker Creek. The Blueway is 45 miles long and extends from
Montgomery County to Smith Mountain Lake.
